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ABOUT ERODE TURMERIC & G| PROTECTION

NAATU MANJAL

The Erode Turmeric (Erode manjal) was conferred GI (Geographical Indication) tag on 6™
March 2019, and the certificate was issued under class 30. The application was filed by Erode
Manjal Vanikargal Matrum Kidangu Urimayalargal Sangam (Erode Turmeric Traders and
Godown Owners Association). There are two important varieties of turmeric - Chinnanadan and
Perumnadan. The farmers in Erode raise only chinnanadan and the cultivar are called erode local.
The Erode turmeric consists of Bulb (with length 4.54cm and circumference 6.54cm) & finger
(with length 4.15cm and circumference 3.08cm). The characteristics of Erode turmeric are 2.5 to

4.5% of Curcumin, golden yellow colour and resistance to pests after boiling upto 100 days.

The Erode turmeric is cultivated in hot and moist climatic conditions with the temperature
of 20°C to 37.9°C and the annual rainfall ranges from 600 to 800mm. Since the annual rainfall is
low, it is grown under irrigated conditions where besides the tanks and wells, the major sources of
irrigation are Kalingarayan canal and Lower bhavani project. The soil conditions also influence
the growth of the turmeric. The turmeric thrives best on loamy soil (mostly red loamy soils) or
alluvial soil. The planting season of Erode turmeric is June to July and the harvesting season is
January to March. The uniqueness of the Erode manjal is based on three parameters specified in
the GI act 1999, which are reputation in the national and international markets where it is sold,

quality and other characteristics.

The prominent areas of cultivation are Kodumudi, Sivagiri, Bhavani, Gobichettipalyam,

Anthiyur, Chennampatti, Sathyamangalam and Talavady. Annur and Thondamuthur (near Perur)




taluks of Coimbatore District, Kangeyam taluk of present Tirupur district adjacent to Erode

district.

PURPOSE OF VISIT

The Students of LL.M. (Intellectual Property Law Department — Batch of 2020 to
2022),The Tamil Nadu Dr. Ambedkar Law University, visited Erode on 28" April, 2022 to
conduct an empirical study with regard to the Gl of the Erode Turmeric. The purpose of visit is to
study the impact of the GI registration for Erode turmeric and create awareness among the
cultivators about the same. The farmers cultivate the Erode turmeric (naatu manjal) without the
awareness about Gl and the benefits of Part B registration. The Erode turmeric has been conferred
Gl for its above mentioned unique characteristics and has been granted with the Part A registration
from the IP office, Chennai. Part B registration is for the registration of the authorized users for
the specified GI product. As of now, only one authorized user has registered for the use of the Gl
tag for Erode Turmeric. Therefore, the purpose of the visit by the students mainly focuses on
creating awareness among the farmers who cultivate the GI turmeric in the specified geographic
regions of the Part A registration form and obtain their consent for acquiring Part B registration
for them as an authorized user. This enables them to benefit from the use of the Gl tag on their
products when placed for sale.

BIDDING AT KARUMANDI SELLIPALAYAM

The students first visited the location — Karumandi Sellipalayam for witnessing the bidding

process for the Erode turmeric (Refer fig 1). There were different varieties of turmeric which




consisted of “Naatu manjal”, the mother rhizome (panankali) and the hybrid varieties. They were

further grouped under four categories namely Finger, panankali, bulb and chura as shown below.

Panankali

Bulb Chura

The warehouse was filled with different types of turmeric which were provided with an
identification tag (Refer fig 2) and samples from each bag are kept in view for bidding. The farmers
and traders were present during the bidding process. The bidding has also been cancelled by few
farmers if they were not satisfied with the bidding amount as the expenses incurred by the farmers
for the cultivation of the turmeric was not compensated and resulted in personal loss for the

farmers.

The issues faced by the farmers were with regard to the transportation expenses, lack of
workers for harvesting, ploughing etc. The pesticides and fertilizers were used for the cultivation
of the turmeric. The farmers used natural organic fertilizers and they were recommended with
manufactured fertilizers and pesticides by the appropriate agencies. But, the farmers were unaware
of the type and suitable amount of pesticides to be used and are to be further educated about the
ratio of the pesticides which are to be used by them for the cultivation of the turmeric. The process
is complicated and involves human skill and labour for the cultivation. The use of fertilizers,
insecticides and pesticides has a direct impact on the growth and formation of the rhizomes. This
entire process requires human skill and labour and one of the major problems faced by the farmers

is the lack of workers.

METHOD OF PRODUCTION AND PROCESSING OF TURMERIC (AS EXPLAINED

BY THE FARMERS OF KODUMUDI)

The cultivation of the turmeric starts with the seeding process. The seed forms as bulb and
the bulb consists of branches i.e. the fingers. The bulb part of the turmeric yields higher quantity
of powder and the finger part of the turmeric yields comparatively lower quantity of powder. The
mother rhizomes (thaai manjal) are used for planting as seed materials and while harvesting, they
are collected separately, dried and sold as “panankali”(Refer fig 3) which has higher curcumin

content and used for extraction of curcumin or turmeric oleoresin.

The processing of turmeric involves the stages of boiling, drying, and polishing. The
boiling process is done within 2-3 days of the harvest and the rhizomes are boiled for 20 to 25
mins (Refer fig. 4). The boiled rhizomes are allowed to cool and spread out for sun drying and it
takes about 10 to 15 days to be completely dried. (Refer fig. 5) The dried rhizomes are further
polished (which is done in 30 to 45 mins) to eliminate the rough appearance and dull colour in the
outer surface with scales and root bits and bring out the yellow colour of the rhizome. The
unpolished turmeric was also brought by few farmers for the bidding process. The unpolished

turmeric will cost a price lower than that of the polished one.

OBSERVATION: THE ISSUES OF THE FARMERS

The major issue of the Erode manjal with GI tag is that the farmers of the “naatu manjal”
are very low in number because of various reasons like the lack of man power for the process of
cultivation and harvesting, meager or no profit and personal loss for the farmers due to cost of
transportation and other expenses including cost of fertilizers and pesticide/insecticide etc. which
is not compensated with the sale of the turmeric. The growth of the rhizome is not sufficient and
due to enormous grass growth, it becomes difficult for cultivation due to process of weeding being
higher at cost. The thin fingers of the mother rhizome are difficult to harvest and foregather in a

place and the process is laborious.

Most of the farmers are not even aware about the GI and that the Erode turmeric has
obtained GI for its unique characteristics. The traders were aware of the Gl for the turmeric but
the tag is not specified in the bidding process. The GI protection of the turmeric was not a decisive
or an important factor in the bidding process by most of the traders. The traders were mostly
focused on the quantity of the powder of the turmeric. Since the GI product has more curcumin
content, the price/Kg of it is higher compared to other hybrid varieties. But, the yield per acre of
the GI product when powdered is less than that of the other hybrid varieties where the quantity of
the powder is higher. Therefore, the expenses incurred by the farmers are more likely to be
compensated by the cultivation of the hybrid varieties because of the higher quantity of its powder.
This has resulted in the farmers switching to hybrid varieties for higher yield to not end with loss
by cultivating the naatu manjal variety and to compensate the expenses incurred and also manage

their livelihood with it.

The opportunity provided to the students by TNDALU has served its purpose as the

signatures from three farmers have been obtained for Part B registration for authorized users

of the GI registered Erode turmeric. The farmers were made aware of the concept of Gl and the

Part A registration for the Erode turmeric. They were also provided with complete information

about the Part B registration and the three farmers have consented to it with complete knowledge

and signed for the same. This enables them to benefit from the use of the Gl tag on their products

when placed for sale. The three farmers belong to in and around villages of Kodumudi. This will

encourage more farmers to cultivate the GI product in the region and obtain Part B registration.
